
Stanmore Common 
 
Stanmore Common stretches from areas of heather heath 
in the north to the pretty Brewer’s Ponds south of Warren 
Lane. Take paths at random and wander – it is not so 
large that you will get permanently lost, but big enough 
to ensure that you will find a new glade or stream each 
time you visit. 
 
Bus 142 runs along “The Common”. The reserve has its 
own car park, off Warren Lane.

Roxbourne Rough 
 
Roxbourne Rough is a large wildflower meadow that 
forms part of the large Roxbourne Park open space. 
 
The thin arrows on the plan show the access routes. 
Busses 398 and H12 serve the Cannon Lane/Village Way 
junction, from where a short walk south along Cannon 
Lane leads to the entrance to Roxbourne Rough on the 
right hand (west) side of the road. Look out for a short 
length of wooden fence in the thick hedge - this marks 
the entrance. Alternatively one can walk from either 
Eastcote or Rayners Lane stations as indicated. Limited 
roadside parking is possible in both Woodlands Avenue 
and Cannon Lane.

Harrow’s nature reserves bring a real breath of country 
air into our borough. In them you can see wild flower 
meadows, see cows grazing, touch a tree that was alive 
when Henry VIII ruled or listen to warblers sing. 
 
All the reserves administered by Harrow Nature 
Conservation Forum, a body of unpaid volunteers, are 
open to the public and freely accessible. All that we ask 
is that you treat the sites with respect – that includes not 
dropping litter, not picking flowers, not lighting fires and 
not damaging trees or fences. 
 
Three of our large reserves lie in the Harrow green belt 
north of the Uxbridge Road. Each is worth a trip for 
itself, but they lie close enough together to allow walking 
between all three. In contrast Roxbourne Rough is in the 
south of the borough, close to Rayners Lane station.

Bentley Priory Nature Reserve 
 
Bentley Priory Nature Reserve lies just west of central 
Stanmore and contains many different habitats including 
grass grazed by cows and a large lake, plus the “Master” 
oak which is at least 500 years old. There are many 
access points but the main one is via Old Lodge Way as 
shown, where limited roadside car parking is possible. 
Busses 340 and H12 run along the Uxbridge Road.

Stanmore Country Park 
 
Stanmore Country Park is a large area of woods, grassy 
fields, ponds and streams on the hillside above Stanmore. 
The arrows show the main access points. The park is an 
easy walk from Stanmore Jubilee Line station. Busses 
142 and H12 run along the London Road. There is a 
small car park nearby, in Stanmore Recreation Ground on 
the west side of Dennis Lane.
